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PREFACE

Producing and analyzing statistics and information across various sectors of the national economy is one of the
core missions of the Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and Agriculture (ICCIMA). With the estab-
lishment of the Center for Statistics and Economic Information at the Iran Chamber in 2015, the implementa-
tion of this important mission was pursued more systematically and rigorously.

Accordingly, as an initial step and with the aim of providing timely and essential statistical information to meet
the needs of economic actors, the Center for Statistics and Economic Information launched a statistical system
within the electronic services portal of the Iran Chamber and disseminated information on more than 1,600
statistical items and indicators.

Nevertheless, given that statistical yearbooks are recognized as an effective and widely used tool in informa-
tion dissemination processes-playing a vital role in presenting and illustrating the annual status or perfor-
mance of a country or organization across various fields-the Iran Chamber decided to compile and publish
the Statistical Yearbook of the Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and Agriculture. This publication
aims to present the most important annual activities undertaken by the private sector’s national parliament, as
well as selected national and international statistical information relevant to the private sector.

The Statistical Yearbook of the Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and Agriculture comprises a col-
lection of the most recent available statistical data on the activities and services provided by the Iran Chamber,
the results of statistical surveys conducted by the Statistical Center of Iran, and administrative records and
survey results produced by other executive bodies related to the performance of the country’s private sector.
These data are presented in the form of tables and charts.

Users of this yearbook are strongly encouraged to carefully review the introduction of each chapter prior to
using its data. These introductions provide essential information regarding definitions and concepts applied in
data compilation, the scope and coverage of statistical items, and explanations for the unavailability of certain
data or the omission of some statistical items for the year 2024.

To facilitate access, the electronic version of the Statistical Yearbook is available through the Publications sec-
tion of the Iran Chamber’s electronic services portal at https://iccima.ir.

Finally, the Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and Agriculture extends its sincere appreciation to
all organizations and institutions that have played a valuable role in the production and provision of statistical
information and, through their constructive cooperation, have contributed to the timely publication of this
Statistical Yearbook.

Introduction

Chambers of Commerce, as the custodi-
an and parliament of the private sector in
Iran and worldwide, play a significant role in
facilitating the activities of private sector
actors. To better illustrate this role, the present
chapter presents the activities and performance
of the Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries,
Mines, and Agriculture. In this section,
information regarding the performance of the
Chamber’s various departments is provided.

Definitions and Concepts

Commercial Card: A license that allows its holder,
whether a natural or legal person, to engage in
trade in the field of import and export of goods.
This includes order registration, customs clearance,
and imports from free zones, customs brokerage,
and the export of permitted goods.

Membership Card: A license that grants
membership in the Iran Chamber of Commerce.
Holders may benefit from Chamber services.
This card is issued in two forms: individual
(fonatural persons) and corporate (for legal
entities).

Suspension: Applied in cases of loss or
theft of a commercial or membership card.

Extension: The standard validity of a
commercial or membership card is one year. It
may be extended for more than one year if the
holder is engaged in production or holds an
exploitation license.

Cancellation: Occurs in cases such as legal
issues for the managing director or if the holder
does not wish to renew the card.

Conversion: The process of changing a
membership card into a commercial card (or vice
versa), orconverting ittoaspecial-purpose license.
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File Transfer: The transfer of a commercial
or membership card file from one provincial
Chamber branch to another.

ISIC Classification: The International Standard
Industrial ~ Classification of All Economic
Activities (ISIC) provides a coherent and
consistent structure for classifying economic
activities, based on internationally agreed
concepts, definitions, principles, and rules. It
offers a comprehensive framework for collecting
and reporting economic data in formats suitable
for economic analysis, decision-making, and
policy-making.

Certificate of Origin: An international document
certifying the country of production or
manufacture of goods, developed and issued
under the framework of the International
Chamber of Commerce (ICC). The issuing
authority explicitly confirms the nature and
origin of the goods for specific countries,
guaranteeing the accuracy of product details
stated in the certificate and ensuring eligibility for
preferential tariffs. This certificate is issued in two
main forms: Form A and the Certificate of Origin
Form.

Form A: A form used for exports to European
countries (except the 28 EU member states), the
Americas, Oceania, Japan, Turkey, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, and others.

Certificate of Origin Form: A form used for
exports to EU member states, Arab, Asian, and
African countries (excluding those listed under
Form A).

PTA Forms: Forms issued for exports to Pakistan.

Gross Weight: The weight recorded in the
certificate of origin at the applicant’s request,
based on the declaration or bill of lading. If the
applicant requests issuance based on the bill
of lading, the bill of lading weight must not
exceed that in the declaration. Otherwise, the
certificate is issued based on the declaration, or the
applicant must amend their declaration at the
relevant customs office.

Fees: The fee for issuing a certificate of
origin and Form A for each declaration up to
USD 200,000 is 250,000 Rials. For declarations
exceeding USD 200,000, an additional 50,000
Rials is charged for every USD 100,000.
The fee for verifying signatures on
commercial documents is 150,000 Rials per page.

TIR Carnet: A customs and transit
document, under the TIR Convention, used for
international road transport of goods from a
customs office in one contracting
country to a customs office in another.

Return of TIR Carnet: The process of
returning the TIR Carnet by the transport
company (holder) to the guarantor institution (the
Chamber of Commerce).

Loss of TIR Carnet: The inability to return aTIR
Carnet by the transport company, reported as
“lost” in the electronic TIR system.

TIR Approval Certificate: A certtificate
confirming compliance of freight containers with
the standards set out in the TIR Convention.

Cancellation of TIR Approval Certificate: The
cancellation of the approval certificate for freight
containers, in accordance with TIR Convention
standards.

Associations of the Iran Chamber of Commerce:
The  Associations  Department of  the
Chamber is responsible for organizing economic
associations, including nationwide and provincial
associations.

Nationwide Associations: Associations that

coordinate specialized business activities
throughout the country.

Provincial Associations: Associations that
coordinate specialized business activities with in
a province.

- TIR Carnet
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Principle Agreements: Documents issued to
establish national and provincial associations,
merge associations registered with other
authorities, or change an association’s title.

Establishment of Associations: Associations
are established, registered, and organized at the
request of enterprises and business associations.
In some cases, the Chamber may initiate
establishment to address gaps in specific fields.

Iran Chamber Arbitration Center: A center
responsible  for resolving domestic and
international commercial disputes.

Incoming Case: A case referred to the Arbitration
Center of the Iran Chamber.

Closed Case: A case that
resolved within the same year.

Cases Pending: Cases pending during the next
year.

Pending Case from Previous Years: Cases
carried over from earlier years still under review.

Closed Case by arbitration Award: A case
resolved by the issuance of an arbitration award.

Contentious Awards: Awards that rule on the
substance of a dispute and are decisive.

Awards on agreed terms Settlement Awards:
Awards issued when the parties reconcile
during arbitration, with settlement terms
reflected in the award.

Delegations Received: Foreign trade missions invited
by the Iran Chamber, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
or other relevant institutions. In addition to
official meetings with Chamber leaders, these
delegations hold business-to-business (B2B) sessions.

Dispatched Delegation: Iranian trade missions
sent to partner countries under the leadership of
the Iran Chamber, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
or other officials. In addition to official meetings,
they hold B2B sessions abroad.

Iran Chamber Support Unit (Abrar Charity
Society): A charitable, non-profit, non-political
organization affiliated with the Iran Chamber.
Operating at national, regional, and international
levels, its activities include awarding scholarships,
establishing educational, cultural, and religious
centers, and promoting sustainable rural
development.

Awarding educational scholarships to school
and university students under the Academic
Support Scheme: Abrar Charity grants schol
arships to underprivileged and talented students
(orphans, those with inadequate guardianship, the
ill or disabled, including the blind and deaf) in
deprived rural and urban areas. Scholarships cover
upper-secondary, pre-university, and university
levels in 27 provinces.

Sustainable Rural Development: An initiative of
Abarar Charity to identify and address the roots of
poverty and deprivation in villages.

Iran Chamber Applied Science University: An
applied-science institution affiliated with the
Chamber, offering associate and bachelor
programs in accounting, management, commerce,
customs affairs, and related fields.

Iran  Chamber Education and Research
Institute: An institute affiliated with the Chamber
that organizes courses, seminars, and workshops
for economic actors. It designs and delivers
short-term, practical courses (both in-person and
online) for business owners, executives, experts,
and students, issuing valid certificates upon
completion.

International Road Transport Training Course:
One of the Chamber’s most important training
programs in commerce. It covers the TIR
Convention, transit transport, transport of
dangerous  goods,  vehicle identification,
commercial law, conventions and company
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establishment procedures, transport insurance,
taxation and financial statements, Incoterms, and
letters of credit.

Economic Activity Classification of Members:
To identify and categorize its members,
the Chamber wuses international standard
classifications (ISIC.rev4). By the end of 2017,
over 36,000 natural and legal members had been
coded according to their main activities. From
mid-2017, new members have been required to
declare their economic activity and register its
ISIC code upon joining. However, about 5,700
members remain without an identified code. In
this Yearbook, member data is classified and
presented by main economic activity (letter
code) and secondary activity (two-digit code).
Members without codes are listed under
“Other/Unspecified Activities.”

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CHAPTER 2
PRIVATE SECTOR STATISTICS OF IRAN
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Introduction

This chapter presents information on the
performance of the private sector in the fields of
agriculture, mining, industry, and services. The
data used in this chapter have been compiled
from national statistical yearbooks and databases
of relevant organizations, agencies, and statistical
centers across the country. Key sources include
Central Bank indicators, the results of the Mining,
Industry, and Agriculture Surveys, the Statistical
Yearbook of the Statistical Center of Iran, the
Agricultural Statistical Yearbook of the Ministry
of Agriculture Jihad, and the Statistical Yearbook
and Information Database of the Islamic
Republic of Iran Railways.

For the first time in Iran, this yearbook presents
consolidated information on the performance of
the private sector in the industrial and mining
sectors. Notably, the industrial sector data are
derived from the latest industrial survey
conducted by the Statistical Center of Iran in
(2022), while agricultural data are based on the
most recent Agricultural Census of (2014).

Definitions and Concepts

Manufacturing Establishment: A certain place
where an accumulation of capital and labour
force are invested for manufacturing one or more
products.

Mine: Collection of (cost-effective) mineral
deposits, machinery, and facilities established
for exploration, equipment, exploitation, and
dressing of minerals. Dressing refers to all
physical and chemical operations for separating
some of waste materials from ores or separating
ores from one another.

Output value: The total value of products
manufactured, gains against industrial services,
changes in inventory of products under
manufacturing, difference between sale value
and purchase value of products sold without any
changes, value of capital assets manufactured by
the establishment, the value of electricity and
water produced and sold less the value of the
non-sellable wastes of produced goods.
Ownership Status

Public: Where over 50% of the capital belongs
to the ministries, government agencies, Islamic
Revolution institutions, municipalities, or other
public sector bodies.Private (Non-cooperative):
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Where the whole or more than 50% of its capitals
belongs to persons.

Private (cooperative): Where the whole or more
than 50% of its shares belongs to the members of
the cooperative.

Type of Management - Private Management:
Management exercised by individuals or private
institutions.

Employees: All individuals working inside or
outside the establishment, either full-time or
part-time.

Value added of manufacturing activities: the
output value less the input value.

Workforce productivity: proportion of value
added to the number of workers.

Investment: Changes in the value of capital assets
during a specified period, calculated as the total
value of acquisitions and major repairs minus the
value of sales or transfers of capital assets.

Inventories: Assets held as goods intended for
sale, use in production, or other future purposes.
Inventories include raw materials, work in
progress, finished goods, and goods for resale.
Due to valuation methods, inventory values may
be negative.

Ore Dressing: All physical and chemical
processes used to separate waste materials from
ores or to separate different ores from one
another.
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Operating Mine: A mine holding a valid
exploitation license issued by the Ministry
of Industry, Mine and Trade (excluding sand
and gravel mines) or by municipalities and
governorates (for sand and gravel mines),
which has carried out extraction operations
continuously or intermittently-for at least 30 days
during the reference year to produce marketable
ore.

Value of products: Value of extracted ores and
value of saleable mineral waste products at
producer's prices; that is, the price of sale to
customers at the mine.

Mineral production: All minerals obtained from
a series of extraction activities which make them
marketable. It should be mentioned that in some
mining activities, minerals are supplied to the
market without undergoing dressing process,
whereas in others, minerals are supplied to the
market after a series of physical and/or chemical
treatments for separating some of the waste from
ores, separating ores from one another, or
increasing fineness of raw material. In
addition, in one industry, several minerals may be
produced. For example, copper ore mining
activity includes minerals of copper ore and
copper and  molybdenum  concentrates
production.

Direct Exports: Exports that include only the
value of products sold directly by mines to
foreign  buyers  without  intermediaries.

Building: An enclosed, roofed, fixed, and
independent structure extending from foundation
to ceiling, separated from surrounding areas by
walls and having one or more entrances to public
access ways.

Started Building: A building whose construction
began during the reference period.
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Completed Building: A building whose
construction was completed and made
ready for use during the reference period.
Half-completed Building: A building whose
construction was not completed by the end of the
reference period.

Residential  Building: A  building wused
exclusively for residential purposes.

Mixed-use Building (both residential and
non-residential): A building  containing
residential units along with one or more
non-residential or commercial units.

Non-residential Building: A building used for
non-residential purposes such as commercial,
industrial,  educational, health, religious,
recreational, sports, hotel, or similar uses.

Investment in Building Construction: All
payments made for building construction
during a specified period, regardless of whether
construction is completed within that period.

Public Sector Liabilities to Banks and Non-bank
Credit Institutions: Total debts of government,
public corporations and institutions to banks and
credit institutions.

Non-public Liabilities to Banks and Non-bank
Credit Institutions: Debts of the non-public
sector, including extended facilities, overdue and
doubtful claims, debts related to guarantees and
documentary credits, exchange rate differences,
protested promissory notes, and participation
papers.
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Public Sector Deposits with Banks and
Non-bank Credit Institutions: Total deposits of
government bodies and public institutions,
including retirement funds, cash guarantees,
customer prepayments for facilities, and
documentary credits.

Gross Fixed Capital Formation in Machinery:
Expenditures on the acquisition of machinery and
business equipment minus the net sale of used or
scrapped machinery during an accounting period.

Gross Fixed Capital Formation in Buildings:
Expenditures related to construction projects
such as roads, administrative buildings,
bridges, tunnels,railways,dams,airports,sewerage
systems, irrigation networks, pipelines, and

utility infrastructure.

Health and Medical Centers: Clinics, polyclinics
and health centers. Health centers generally render
vaccination services beside medical services.

Fixed Bed: A hospital bed approved as part of the
hospital’s original construction or expansion plan.

Medical Diagnostic Laboratory: Refers to a
medical unit established by permission from
the Ministry of Health and Medical Education,
which carries out tests of biology microbiology,
serology, biochemistry, immunohematology,
hematology, biophysics, cellology, histology,
cellular and molecular genetics among others
on samples taken from human body to obtain
information for diagnosis, prevention or

treatment continuation or for a health checkup.
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It includes two types: clinical and anatomical.

Rehabilitation  Centers: All medical units
carrying out only physical treatment. These centers
include physiotherapy, work therapy, speech
therapy, audiometry, optometry and technical
orthopedics. There are two forms of rehabilitation
centers, The
rehabilitation centers located in a hospital or a
clinic are
independently of any other center are called

Nuclear Diagnostic and Treatment Centers:
Facilities providing radiological and nuclear
diagnostic and treatment services,
licensed and supervised by the Ministry of Health

and Medical Education.

Employed: Under the definition of the work, all
people aged 10 and over who worked, during the
reference week, at least one hour or for reasons,
left the work temporarily are treated as employed.

Agricultural Holder: A natural or legal person
who manages an agricultural holding and bears
technical and economic responsibility for its
operations, sharing directly in its profits and
losses.
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Agricultural Holding: An economic production
unit including one or more agricultural activities
within specific geographical limits (villages or
cities) run by a single natural or legal unit

management.

Farming: Holdings with at least 400 square

meters of arable land at the time of enumeration.

Horticulture: Holdings with at least 200 square
meters of orchards and nurseries at the time of
enumeration.

Permanent crops: Are plants with wooden
stems or trunks, all or some parts of which will
remain in the ground till next years, and only the
growing, harvesting operations are repeated,
such as fruit trees, tea plants, rose and poplar.

Animal husbandry: 1t includes raising of
small and large livestock and these activities
may be done in traditional or modern ways.

Large livestock: Refers to cattle and calves,
buffalo and calves and camel and -calves.
Traditional Poultry.

Small livestock: Refers to sheep, lambs and
goats and kids.

Farming: Small-scale poultry raising at
household premises.
Greenhouse Production: Holdings having

activity in this field in every size during the
intended crop year.
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Apiculture: Maintenance of active beehives.

Pisciculture: Cultivation of warm-water and
cold-water fish.

Arable Land: Land allocated to the cultivation of
annual crops, either cultivated or fallow.

Irrigated Arable Land: Arable land supplied

with water through irrigation systems.

Rainfed Arable Land: Arable land dependent on
natural precipitation.

Area Under Cultivation: Area allocated to
crop production in the year of the survey.

International Standard Industrial Classification

activities, providing a standardized framework
for collecting,

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Introduction

Today, improving the business environment is
recognized as one of the most important strategies
for economic development in any country. A more
favorable business environment enables great-
er utilization of entrepreneurial opportunities, and
increased exploitation of such opportunities leads to
improved economic performance as well as higher
levels of value and wealth creation within society.
This chapter presents the data and findings derived
from the following initiatives conducted by the Iran
Chamber of Commerce:

The National Business Environment Monitoring
Survey, The Purchasing Managers’ Index (PMI),
and The Performance Evaluation of Government
Administrations related to the business environment.

Definitions and Concepts

Business Environment: The business environment
refers to the set of factors that influence the per-
formance or management of business enterprises
but are largely beyond the control of firm manag-
ers. These factors include laws and regulations,
climatic conditions such as precipitation, regional
work culture, and similar elements, which vary
across countries, regions, economic activities, and
over time.

Business Environment Index: The Business
Environment Index is a numerical indicator
ranging from 1 to 10, where:1 represents the most
favorable assessment, and 10 represents the least
favorable assessment of the components affecting
the business environment.

National Index: The National Business
Environment Index is calculated by integrating
survey-based data with statistical data, based on
Schein’s General Theory of Entrepreneurship. The
index is computed using 70 indicators, comprising:
28  survey-based  components, and 42
statistical components, which collectively represent
measurable factors influencing the management
and operation of productive enterprises in Iran.

Survey Components: Survey components include
28 indicators, the data for which are collected
through questionnaires completed by economic
actors selected using scientific sampling methods.
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Statistical Components: Statistical components
consist of 42 indicators covering both the
institutional and economic environments, derived
from official national statistical sources and
information databases.

Schein’s General Theory of Entrepreneurship:
According to Schein’s General Theory of
Entrepreneurship, environmental factors
influencing entrepreneurship can be categorized
into two main groups:

Economic Environment, including:
Macroeconomic conditions, Financial environment,
Production structure, and Geographic environment.
Institutional Environment, including: Political
environment, Legal environment, Cultural

environment,  Educational and  scientific
environment, Technology and innovation
environment, and Government  structure.

Purchasing Managers’ Index (PMI): The
Purchasing Managers’ Index (PMI) is an
internationally recognized leading
economic indicator derived from monthly
surveys of approximately 500 business enterprises.
The index is measured on a scale from 0 to 100,
reflecting firms’ economic conditions compared
to the previous month. A value of 50 indicates no
change, A value above 50 indicates improvement,
and A value below 50 indicates deterioration in
business conditions compared to the previous
month. The PMI reflects whether market
conditions, from the perspective of business
managers, are improving, stable, or contracting.

PMI for the Manufacturing Sector: The
manufacturing PMI is based on 12 survey
questions, with the composite index covering five
key areas: Output, New Orders, Input inventories,
Suppliers ‘Delivery Times, and Employment.
For index calculation, firms are classified into
12 industrial groups according to ISIC Rev.4,
and each group is weighted based on its share
in Iran’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP).

Administrations: Administrations include
ministries, organizations, institutions, banks,
and similar entities evaluated by economic
actors with respect to their role in improving
the business environment. Based on the volume
of interaction with businesses and their level of
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influence, these administrations are classified
into: Main administrations (18 institutions), and
Subsidiary administrations (23 institutions).

Performance Evaluation Index of Administrations:
This index is calculated based on questionnaires
completed by active economic actors affiliated
with the Chambers of Commerce, Cooperatives,
and Guilds. The index ranges from 1 to 10, where:
1 indicates complete satisfaction, and 10 indicates
complete dissatisfaction with the performance of
Administrations in business-related activities.

National Chambers: The Chamber of Commerce,
Chamber of Guilds, and Chamber of Cooperatives
represent Iran’s private sector and are responsible
for addressing private-sector challenges.

Ease of Administrative Procedures and Speed
of Service Delivery: Measures satisfaction with
an organization’s performance in simplifying
procedures, reducing or eliminating unnecessary
steps or documentation, providing electronic

services, accelerating expert reviews, and
minimizing waiting times for managerial
approvals.

Quality of Handling Legal Requests: Assesses

satisfaction with accuracy, diligence, cost

efficiency, adherence to fairness, and avoidance
of corruption or unlawful expectations in service
delivery.

Conduct Toward Economic Actors and Client
Respect: Evaluates satisfaction with  staff
courtesy, respect, flexibility, compliance with
administrative discipline, provision of safety and
welfare facilities, responsiveness to feedback, and
effective client communication.

Transparency and Information Disclosure in
Service Provision: Measures satisfaction with
organizational transparency regarding objectives,
responsibilities, programs, and performance, as
well as the clarity of information provided on
procedures, required documentation, responsible
units, timelines, and costs associated with service
delivery.

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Introduction

Understanding the economic position and status
of the Islamic Republic of Iran among the
countries of the world can help economic
operators to make better decisions, especially in
the international level. Thus, in this chapter, Iran's
performance has been reviewed in relation to
some of the key economic indices, including
indices related to Dbusiness environment,
competitiveness, exports and imports, and
transportation and tourism among countries of the
world. International sources such as the World
Bank and World Bank reports on business
environment, the United Nations Statistics
Division (UNSD), World Economic Forum
competitiveness reports, and other sources have
been used in preparation and production of
statistics and information of this chapter.

Definitions and concepts

Doing Business Indices: these indices cover 10
business oversight areas in 190 world economies.
In order to provide a different perspective on the
data, these indices are displayed in two ways of
distance from the leading index and ease of doing
business ranking.

Distance to frontier score: this criterion
represents the best observed performance on each
index in the total economy, and shows the
distance between the performance of the
countries with the country of the best
performance in each indicator. Index of the
distance from the leading score, is the distance
between the performance of the economy and
measuring the best performance in 41 indices for
10 business titles.

Starting a Business: procedures, time, cost and
minimum capital to start the business of a limited
liability company.

Ease of doing business index: ease of doing
business ranking is a supplement to the distance
score from the leading indicator, which provides
information on the performance of an economy in
the field of business regulations in comparison
with other economies. Ease of doing business
index is based on the distance of the relative
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status of the economy from the leading rank, in
accordance with 10 different sets of business
indices.

Dealing with Construction Permits: Procedures,
time and cost to build a warehouse—including
obtaining necessary the licenses and permits,
submitting all required notifications, requesting
and receiving all necessary inspections and
obtaining utility connections.

Getting Electricity: Measure the procedures,
time and cost required for a business to obtain a
permanent electricity connection for a newly
constructed  warehouse.  Additionally, the
reliability of supply and transparency of tariffs
index measures supply reliability, transparency of
tariffs and the price of electricity.

Registering Property : Examines the steps, time
and cost involved in registering property. The
quality of land administration index has five
dimensions:  reliability  of  infrastructure,
transparency of  information, geographic
coverage, land dispute resolution, and equal
access to property rights.

Getting credits: Covers two aspects of access to
finance—the strength of credit reporting systems
and the effectiveness of collateral and bankruptcy
laws in facilitating lending.

Supporting small investors: Measures the
strength of minority shareholder protections
against misuse of corporate assets by directors for
their personal gain as well as shareholder rights,
governance safeguards and corporate
transparency requirements that reduce the risk of
abuse.

Paying Taxes: Records the taxes and mandatory
contributions that a medium-size company must
pay or withhold in a given year, as well as the
administrative burden of paying taxes and
contributions.

Trading across Borders: records the time and
cost associated with the logistical process of
exporting and importing goods.
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Enforcing Contracts: Measures the time and cost
for resolving a commercial dispute through a
local first-instance court, and the quality of
judicial processes index, evaluating whether each
economy has adopted a series of good practices
that promote quality and efficiency in the court
system.

Resolving Insolvency: The time, cost and
outcome of insolvency proceedings involving
domestic legal entities.

Competitiveness: a set of institutions, policies
and factors that determine the level of the
economic productivity and consequently, the
level of economic success that a country can
achieve.

Institutions: 1t captures Security, property rights,
social capital, checks and balances, transparency
and ethics, public-sector performance and
corporate governance.

Infrastructures: 1t captures the quality and
extension of transport infrastructure (road, rail,
water and air) and utility infrastructure.

Macroeconomic stability: The level of inflation
and the sustainability of fiscal policy.

Health:  Health-adjusted life  expectancy
(HALE)—the average number of years a
newborn can expect to live in good health.

Product market: The extent to which a country
provides an even playing field for companies to
participate in its markets. It is measured in terms
of extent of market power, openness to foreign
firms and the degree of market distortions.

Skill: The general level of skills of the workforce
and the quantity and quality of education. While
the concept of educational quality is constantly
evolving, important quality factors today include:
developing digital literacy, interpersonal skills,
and the ability to think critically and creatively.
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Labour market: 1t encompasses “flexibility”,
namely, the extent to which human resources can
be reorganized and “talent management”,
namely, the extent to which human resources are
leveraged.

Financial system: The depth, namely the
availability of credit, equity, debt, insurance and
other financial products, and the stability,
namely, the mitigation of excessive risk-taking
and opportunistic behavior of the financial
system.

ICT adoption: The degree of diffusion of specific
information and communication technologies
(ICTs).

Market size: The size of the domestic and foreign
markets to which a country’s firms have access.
It is proxied by the sum of the value of
consumption, investment and exports.

Business Dynamism: The private sector’s
capacity to generate and adopt new technologies
and new ways to organize work, through a culture
that embraces change, risk, new business models,
and administrative rules that allow firms to enter
and exit the market easily.

Innovation capability: The quantity and quality
of formal research and development; the extent to
which a country’s environment encourages
collaboration, connectivity, creativity, diversity
and confrontation across different visions and
angles; and the capacity to turn ideas into new
goods and services.

Imports value of goods and services: imports of
goods and services represent the value of all
goods and services received from the rest of the
world. They include the value of merchandise,
transport, insurance, travel, royalties,
communication, construction, financial,
information, business, personal and government
services, etc.

Exports value of goods and services: exports of
goods and services represent the value of all
goods and services provided to the rest of the
world. They include the value of merchandise,
transport, insurance, travel, royalties,
communication, construction, financial,
information, business, personal and government
services, etc.
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Agricultural sector: the agricultural group is
consistent with the sections 1 to 5 of the ISIC
codes. Sections 1 to 5 include the agricultural
sector which cover a set of activities such as
forestry, hunting and fishing, cultivation of crops
and livestock production. (see chapter I for value
added).

Industry sector: Industry corresponds to ISIC
divisions 10-45 and includes manufacturing
(ISIC divisions 15-37). It comprises value added
in mining, manufacturing (also reported as a
separate subgroup), construction, electricity,
water, and gas. (see chapter Il for value added).

Services sector: Services correspond to ISIC
divisions 50-99 and they include value added in
wholesale and retail trade (including hotels and
restaurants),  transport, and  government,
financial, professional, and personal services
such as education, health care, and real estate
services. Also included are imputed bank service
charges, import duties, and any statistical
discrepancies noted by national compilers as well
as discrepancies arising from rescaling.

Passengers transported by airlines: include
domestic and international air travelers with the
registered aircrafts in the country.

Passengers transported by railways: number of
passengers transported via railways per
kilometer.

Freight transported by railways: the volume of
the transported freight via railways which is
measured with the unit of one ton per kilometer
traveled.

International tourists (number of arrivals):the
number of tourists who travel to a country other
than that in which they have their usual residence,
for a period not exceeding 12 months. When data
on number of tourists are not available, the
number of visitors, which includes tourists, same-
day wvisitors, cruise passengers, and crew
members, is shown instead. Sources and
collection methods for arrivals differ across

countries.
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In some cases, data are from border statistics
(police, immigration, and the like) and
supplemented by border surveys. In other cases,
data are from tourism accommodation
establishments. For some countries number of
arrivals is limited to arrivals by air and for others
to arrivals staying in hotels. Some countries
include arrivals of nationals residing abroad
while others do not. Caution should thus be used
in comparing arrivals across countries. The data
on inbound tourists refer to the number of
arrivals, not to the number of people traveling.
Thus a person who makes several trips to a
country during a given period is counted each
time as a new arrival.

International tourists (number of departures):
the number of departures that people make from
their country of usual residence to any other
country for any purpose. The data on outbound
tourists refer to the number of departures, not to
the number of people traveling. Thus a person
who makes several trips from a country during a
given period is counted each time as a new
departure.

Human Development Index (HDI): A composite
index measuring average achievement in three
basic dimensions of human development—a long
and healthy life, knowledge and a decent standard
of living.

Life expectancy at birth (years): Number of
years a newborn infant could expect to live if
prevailing patterns of age-specific mortality rates
at the time of birth stay the same throughout the
infant’s life.

Planetary pressures-adjusted HDI (PHDI):
HDI value adjusted by the level of carbon
dioxide emissions and material footprint per
capita to account for excessive human pressure
on the planet

Inequality-adjusted life expectancy index:
HDI life expectancy index value adjusted for
inequality in distribution of expected length
of life based on data from life tables listed in
Main data sources
